The statistical data are compiled by the Census and
Statistics Department and by other government
departments and organizations. = The Census and
Statistics Department gratefully acknowledges such
contributions. Data sources are given under each table.

On 1 July 1997, Hong Kong became a Special
Administrative Region of the People’s Republic of
China. In respect of statistics in this series of report,
“Hong Kong” stands for the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region with effect from July 1997.

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Population and Vital Statistics
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Concepts and Methods

The mid-year and end-year population figures are
estimated by adjusting latest available Population
Census/By-census results for total births, deaths and
balance of arrivals and departures over a period.

Population estimates refer to mid-year and end-year
figures and include permanent and non-permanent
residents and transients in Hong Kong. Permanent
residents temporarily away to the mainland of China
and Macau are also included.

Birth rate, death rate and rate of natural increase are
calculated by relating the known births, the known
deaths and their difference in a year to their
corresponding mid-year population. Infant mortality
rate is obtained by relating the known infant deaths in a
year to the known births in the same year. Births and
deaths of Vietnamese migrants are excluded.

Expectation of life at birth is.the number of years of life
that a person born in a given year is expected to live if
he/she were subjected to the prevalent mortality
conditions as reflected by the set of age-sex-specific
death rates for that year.

Total Fertility Rate (TFR) is the average number of
children that would be born alive to a woman during her
life time if she were to pass through her childbearing
ages 15-49 experiencing the age-specific fertility rates
prevailing in a given year.

Statistics in Table 1.4 refer to births, deaths and
marriages registered in the period covered. They may

not necessarily be equal to the number of such events
which occurred in the period.

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Labour
i AR Concepts and Methods
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Statistics on labour force, unemployment and
underemployment are based on data obtained from the
General Household Survey.

The labour force refers to the land-based civilian non-
institutional population aged 15 and over who satisfy the
criteria for inclusion in the employed population or the
unemployed population. The labour force participation
rate refers to the proportion of labour force in the land-
based civilian non-institutional population aged 15 and
over.

The employed population consists of those who have
been at work for pay or profit during the 7 days before
enumeration or who have had formal job attachment.

The unemployed population comprises all those persons
who have not had a job, have not performed any work
for pay or profit, have been available for work during
the 7 days before enumeration and have sought work
during the 30 days before enumeration. The
unemployment rate refers to the proportion of
unemployed persons in the labour force. Unemployment
rates adjusted for seasonal variations in the proportion
of first-time job-seekers in the labour force are given for

making comparisons over time.

The underemployed population comprises those
employed persons who have involuntarily worked less
than 35 hours during the 7 days before enumeration and
have sought additional work during the 30 days before
enumeration, or have not sought but have been available
for additional work during the 7 days before
enumeration. The underemployment rate refers to the
proportion of underemployed persons in the labour
force.

Annual figures in Table 2.1 are averages of the estimates
for the four quarters of the year.
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Statistics on the number of establishments, persons
engaged and vacancies provide an indication of the
demand situation in the local labour market. It should
be noted that figures in Tables 2.3-2.5 are based mainly
on data obtained from the Quarterly Survey of
Employment and Vacancies, which does not cover
some industries for operational difficulties. Figures for
individual industry sectors and for the total of all
industry sectors in these tables therefore relate only to
those selected industries covered in the survey.

Payroll covers wages and salaries, bonuses and
gratuities, commissions, allowances and cash payments
in other forms paid directly to employees. The
Nominal Index of Payroll Per Person Engaged
indicates the overall movement of average labour
earnings in money terms. The real index, obtained by
deflating the nominal index by the Consumer Price
Index (A), indicates changes in the purchasing power
of labour earnings.

Wage rate is basically the 'price’ of labour and refers to
the amount of money paid for normal time of work. It
includes, apart from basic wages and salaries, cost-of-
living allowances, meal benefits, commissions and tips,
good attendance bonuses, shift allowances, guaranteed
year-end bonuses, and other guaranteed and regular
bonuses and allowances. The Nominal Wage Index
measures the pure changes in wage rates unaffected by
changes in industrial and occupational structure
between two successive reference months. The Real
Wage Index, obtained by deflating the Nominal Wage
Index by the Consumer Price Index (A), indicates
changes in the purchasing power of the amount of
wages earned.

Salary rate is defined to include basic salaries, cost-of-
living allowances, guaranteed year-end bonuses,
commissions and tips and other regular and guaranteed
bonuses and allowances. Nominal Salary Index (A)
measures the overall changes in average salary rates of
managerial and professional employees. - Nominal
Salary Index (B) is derived to reflect only changes in
salary rates of those managerial and professional
employees who have been in the same occupation and
in the same company in two consecutive years. It only
accounts for changes in salary rates due to general
increment, meritorious increase and gain in seniority.
Real Salary Index (A) and Real Salary Index (B),
obtained by deflating the respective nominal indices by
the Hang Seng Consumer Price Index, measure changes
in the purchasing power of the amount of salaries
earned.

The Hong Kong external trade statistics presented in
this section refer to movements of merchandise between
Hong Kong and her trading partners, by land, air, ocean
and, to a limited extent, by post. Movements of
exempted articles, gold and specie are not included.

Imports are goods which have been produced or
manufactured in places outside the jurisdiction of Hong
Kong and brought into Hong Kong for domestic use or
for subsequent re-export as well as Hong Kong products
re-imported. Their values are recorded on c.i.f. (cost,
insurance and freight) basis.

Domestic exports are the natural produce of Hong Kong
or the products of a manufacturing process in Hong
Kong which has changed permanently the shape, nature,
form or utility of the basic materials used in
manufacture. Their values are recorded on f.o.b. (free-
on-board) basis.

Re-exports are products which have previously been
imported into Hong Kong and which are re-exported
without having undergone in Hong Kong a
manufacturing process which has changed permanently
the shape, nature, form or utility of the product. Their
values are recorded on f.o.b. (free-on-board) basis.

The value index, unit value index and quantum index
measure the changes in value, prices and volume of
external trade respectively.

Hong Kong’s external trade statistics are compiled
based on information contained in import/export
declarations. The Hong Kong Special Administrative
Region is a separate customs territory, as stated in “The
Basic Law of the Hong Kong Special Administrative
Region of the People’s Republic of China”.
Import/export declaration is also required of Hong
Kong’s trade with the mainland of China, and statistics
relating to this are included in Hong Kong’s external
trade statistics.

Concepts and Methods

The Producer Price Indices for manufacturing
industries reflect changes in prices of local
manufacturing output. Producer prices are selling
prices (net of any discounts or rebates allowed to
buyers, plus any surcharges) received by
manufacturers. Transportation and other incidental
charges are not included.

The Index of Industrial Production measures the
changes in local manufacturing output in real terms, i.e.
changes in the volume of local production after
discounting the effect of price changes.

Concepts and Methods

Public rental flats comprise rental flats of the
Housing Authority and Hong Kong Housing Society.
Subsidized sale flats include flats built under the
Home Ownership Scheme, Private Sector
Participation Scheme and Middle Income Housing of
the Housing Authority; and those built under the Flat
for Sale Scheme and Sandwich Class Housing
Scheme of the Hong Kong Housing Society.

A building is said to be 'completed' upon the issuance
of an Occupation Permit by the Buildings
Department in the case of a Housing Society
building, Private Sector Participation Scheme
building or a private residential building (except
small village-type houses); and in the case of a small
village-type house, a Certificate of Compliance
issued by the Lands Department. @A Housing
Authority estate block and Home Ownership Scheme
building are 'completed’ when they have been
certified as substantially completed by the Chief
Architects of the Housing Department.

'Consents' to commence work are issued by the
Buildings Department for Housing Society buildings
and private buildings except small village-type
houses where 'consents' are not necessary. In the
case of Housing Authority blocks, 'consents' are not
required and the date of award of contracts by the
Housing Authority is taken as the consent date.

The 'usable floor area' of a flat is the total floor area
within the flat excluding any staircases, lavatories,
water closets, kitchens and other common areas of
the building.

The 'lettable floor area' and 'saleable floor area' of a
flat refer to the total floor area inside the flat
measured to the outside of the external walls and to
the centre lines of the party walls, including the
balcony, kitchen and water closet inside the flat. All
common areas of the building are not included.

The 'gross floor area' of a building is 'the aggregate of
the areas of the floor(s) in a building'.

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Building statistics in Tables 5.4 and 5.5 include only
building activities in the private sector and those built
under the Urban Improvement Scheme of the Hong Kong
Housing Society but do not include small village-type
houses. 'Commercial buildings' refer to office buildings
and multi-purpose commercial premises. 'Industrial
buildings' refer to flatted factories, specialised factory
buildings and storage premises. 'Other buildings' refer to
hotels and boarding houses, and premises for education,
medical and health, social welfare, religion, culture,
recreation, etc.

Statistics on property price indices and average property
prices in Tables 5.9 and 5.10 are based on an analysis
made of transactions scrutinized by the Rating -and
Valuation Department for stamp duty purposes.

domestic premises sold subject to existing tenancies.

Average rents and rental indices in Tables 5.11 and 5.12
are based on an analysis of rental information recorded
by the Rating and Valuation Department. For domestic
premises, the figures in Table 5.11 are computed on the
basis of fresh lettings only; i.e. renewal lettings and
current lettings . are not covered. For non-domestic
premises, the figures in Table 5.12 are computed on the
basis of fresh lettings and renewal lettings; i.e. current
lettings are not covered. Rents are analysed on a net
basis, i.e. exclusive of rates, management and other
charges. All rents are subject to scrutiny by professional
staff before being accepted for analysis.

A main contractor is one who enters into a contract
directly with a property developer or the client party of a
project, as distinct from a subcontractor who obtains the
job from another contractor.

A construction site refers to a demarcated locality where
one or more major stages or processes of construction
work are being carried on.

The non-site work refers to those construction work

performed at minor new construction work locations and
erected buildings and structures.

Land for special low cost housing projects and Home
Ownership Schemes as well as for public utilities,
schools, churches, temples, clinics, welfare and
certain charitable purposes is usually granted by
private treaty, and in such cases, the premium
charged varies from nothing for non-profit-making
purposes up to the full market value for public
utilities.

Starting from 1993, ocean vesseis have been redefined
as all vessels operating beyond the river trade limits
whereas river vessels have been redefined as all vessels
operating exclusively within the river trade limits.

Data on the following types of statistics include the

corresponding flows/transactions between the Hong

Kong Special Administrative Region and the mainland

of China:

(i) Inward and outward movements of aircraft,
vessels, motor vehicles, trains and cargoes;

(i)  Visitor arrivals;

(iii) Hong Kong resident departures;

(iv)  International telephone and telegram; and

(v)  Postal service

Statistics in Table 6.2 do not include cargo carried by

-river and transit cargo. Total cargo discharged includes

imports and inward transhipment, and total cargo
loaded includes exports (including domestic exports
and re-exports) and outward transhipment.

The passenger journey figures in Table 6.4 include
estimated number of passengers in vehicles carried by
the Hong Kong and Yaumati Ferry Company's vehicular
ferry services.

Licensed ferry service is any ferry service (other than
the Hong Kong and Yaumati Ferry and Star Ferry)
operated under a licence granted under the Ferries
Ordinance, Cap. 104.

Motor vehicle registration, which is normally a one-off
matter, means giving the vehicle a registration mark and
putting it into its appropriate class. Licensing, which is
annually or four-monthly, conveys the right for a
vehicle to be driven on a road.

Total vehicles licensed and registered figures refer to
end of period position whereas new registration figures

refer to registrations during the period.

Statistics on traffic accidents exclude accidents
involving damages only.
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By AEFEHEEBOAEBREREEA
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Statistics on passenger arrivals and departures as well as
Hong Kong resident departures refer exclusively to inward
and outward movements of passengers or Hong Kong
residents. Refused landing passengers, cruise passengers
and servicemen are excluded.

Statistics of hotels and number of rooms are revised from
time to time as information on current situation of the
hotel industry becomes available.

Concepts and Methods

Authorized institutions (Als) include licensed banks,
restricted licence banks (RLBs) and deposit-taking
companies (DTCs).

Money and banking statistics (Table 7.1 - 7.11) are
revised on a monthly basis to take into account any
subsequent amendments submitted by Als.

Licensed Barnks can accept deposits of any size and any
term of maturity. Before 1 October 1994, the
maximum interest rate payable on savings deposits and
time deposits of original maturity of up to 15 months
less a day, with the exception of deposits of
HK$500,000 or above, were subject to an upper limit
set by the Hong Kong Association of Banks. However,
decision has been made that, as from 1 October 1994,
the upper limit on maximum interest rate payable on
time deposits should be removed by phase.

RLBs can accept time deposits in amounts of not less
than HK$500,000 with any term of maturity. There is
no restriction on interest rate payable.

DTCs can accept time deposits in amounts of not less
than HK$100,000 with a term of maturity of at least
three months. There is no restriction on interest rate
payable.

Money supply definition ! (M1) refers to the sum of
legal tender notes and coins held by the public plus
customers' demand deposits placed with licensed
banks.

Money supply definition 2 (M2) refers to the sum of
M1 plus customers' savings and time deposits with
licensed banks, plus negotiable certificates of deposits
(NCDs) issued by licensed banks held by non-
authorized institutions.

Money supply definition 3 (M3) refers to the sum of
M2 plus customer deposits with restricted licence
banks (RLBs) and deposit-taking companies (DTCs)
plus negotiable certificates of deposits (NCDs) issued
by RLBs and DTCs held by non-authorized
institutions.

Statistics of exchange rates between the Hong Kong
Dollar (HKD) and other selected currencies refer to the
average closing middle-market telegraphic transfer/notes
rates. The exchange rates of the special drawing rights
(SDR) are derived by multiplying the U.S. Dollar (USD)
value of the SDR as published by the International
Monetary Fund (IMF) by the appropriate exchange rates
of HKD against USD.

The effective exchange rate indices (EERI) measure
movements in the weighted average of the exchange rate
of HKD against the currencies of seventeen major trading
partners of Hong Kong.

Hong Kong dollar is the legal tender in the Hong Kong
Special Administrative Region, as stated in “The Basic
Law of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region of
the People’s Republic of China”. Foreign currency refers
to any currency other than the Hong Kong currency.
Accordingly, Chinese Renminbi is also treated as foreign
currency.

"Direct taxes' include earnings and profits tax and estate
duty. 'Indirect taxes' include duties, general rates, motor
vehicle taxes, royalties and concessions, bets and sweeps
tax, entertainments and hotel accommodation tax, stamp
duties, air passenger departure tax and Cross-Harbour
Tunnel passage tax. 'Transfers to other Funds' include
transfers to Capital Investment Fund, Loan Fund and
Disaster Relief Fund (established on 1 December 1993).
'Actual expenditure during the period' refers to
expenditure other than transfers to funds.

The constituent stocks of this index are 33 stocks
representative of the market. The aggregate market
value of these stocks accounts for about 70% of the
total market capitalization on the Stock Exchange of
Hong Kong Limited. To better reflect the price
movements of the major sectors of the market, the 33
constituent stocks are grouped under 4 sub-indices, viz.
Commerce and Industry, Finance, Properties and
Utilities.

b.  Hang Seng 100 Index

Launched on 20 April 1998, this index tracks the
performace of the 100 companies listed on the Stock
Exchange of Hong Kong Limited which have the largest
market capitalization over a 12-month average and the
highest aggregate turnover over 24 months.

c.  Hang Seng China Enterprise Index

Launched on 8 August 1994, this index monitors H-
share movements (shares of companies incorporated in
the mainland of China and listed on the Stock Exchange
of Hong Kong Limited).

d.  Hang Seng China-Affiliated Corporations
Enterprises Index

Launched on 16 June 1997, this index tracks the
performance of locally-listed companies with a
significant equity interest held by entities in the
mainland of China.

e. New Hang Seﬁg MidCap 50 Index

Launched on 20 April 1998, this index replaces the
Hang Seng MidCap 50 Index to track performance of
the 50 listed stocks ranked next to the Hang Seng 100
constituents in terms of average market capitalization
and aggregate turnover.
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Index compiled by the Stock Exchange of Hong Kong
Limited:

a. All Ordinaries Index

The 'All Ordinaries Index' is a market value-weighted
index which includes all the ordinary shares listed on
the Stock Exchange of the Hong Kong Limited. It
provides market watcher with an overall market
indicator. The index has been compiled since 1
February 1989.

Consumer Price Index (CPI) provides a measure to
reflect changes in the price level of consumer goods
and services purchased by households.

Different CPIs are compiled to reflect the impact of
consumer price changes on househoids in different
expenditure ranges. The CPI(A), CPI(B) and Hang
Seng CPI (HSCPI) are compiled based on the
expenditure patterns of households in the relatively
low, medium and relatively high expenditure ranges.

A Composite CPI is compiled based on the
expenditure patterns of all households taken together
to reflect the impact of consumer price changes on the
household sector as a whole.

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With the passage of time, household income and
expenditure would increase. However, the pattern, but
not the level, of household expenditure is used in the
compilation of the CPI and the former only changes
gradually over time. Therefore, using a fixed
expenditure pattern in the computation of price index
within a period of several years is appropriate. When
changes in the expenditure pattern have accumulated over
several years, updating would be necessary.

Based on the above consideration, the Census and
Statistics Department, in line with international practice,
conducts a new round of HES once every five years to
update the expenditure pattern used in the computation of
the CPL

In addition to the weighting system, price data are also
required in the compilation of the CPI. A monthly Retail
Price Survey is conducted by the Census and Statistics
Department for this purpose. Each month, some 40 000
price quotations are collected from about 3 500 retail
outlets and service providers throughout Hong Kong.
Price data for such principal services as public transport
and postal services are collected either directly from the
producers concerned or obtained from administrative
sources. For housing, rental data covering new, renewed
and continued lettings are collected from a sample survey
of renter households in private housing. Data on rental
movements in public housing are provided by the Housing
Authority and Housing Society.

Concepts and Methods

Statistics on retail sales and restaurant receipts are
compiled from the results of a monthly survey of retail
sales and a quarterly survey of restaurant receipts and
purchases respectively. The surveys include sampled
establishments drawn from all the retail and catering
establishments  registered with the Business
Registration Office of the Inland Revenue Department,
the Urban Services Department, the Regional Services
Department and the Housing Department. In Tables
9.1, and 9.3, the value indices measure the changes in
value terms, while the volume indices, obtained by
deflating the value indices by specially constructed
price indices, measure the changes in real terms.

The major source of the data used for compiling the
business receipts indices presented in Table 9.2
(except those for the retail, restaurants and banking
industries and the tourism, convention and exhibition
services domain) is a Quarterly Survey of Service
Industries (QSSI) launched by the Census and
Statistics Department in 1993. The survey covers
some 3 100 establishments drawn from Business
Registration Office of the Inland Revenue Department
and are engaging 5 or more persons in the industries.

Business receipts index for banking is compiled based
on data obtained from the Hong Kong Monetary
Authority. Retail and restaurants indices are obtained
as described above in the first paragraph.

Regarding the tourism, convention and exhibition
services domain, part of the data is obtained from the
Hong Kong Tourist Association.

In earlier years, business receipts indices were
compiled for twelve service industries only, by taking
the four quarters in 1992 as the base period. Starting
from the first quarter of 1996, the coverage of the
quarterly business receipts index is expanded so that
eleven more indices covering two additional
industries, two service domains and providing more
detailed breakdowns for some of the existing
industries are compiled. The new indices are all 1996-
based. The existing series of 1992-based business
receipts indices for twelve industries have also been

- rebased to 1996.
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A service domain differs from a service industry in that a
domain comprises those parts of economic activities
straddling different industries but somehow related to a
common purpose. It may include all activities carried out
by all establishments in a service industry that is closely
related to the domain. In some other cases, however,
only a portion of the establishments in an industry or
even only part of the establishments’ activities are related
to the domain. Tourism is a good example. It includes
all activities of travel agents; and some (those involving
visitors as customers) but not all of the activities of
restaurants, retailers and transport operators.
