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Explanatory Notes

The system of commodity
classification for trade statistics
in this publication is the Standard
International Trade Classification
Revision 3 (SITC Rev. 3) except for (i)
some tables which are analysed by
end-use category, or industrial
origin, which involve re-grouping of
commodity items in the SITC Rev. 3;
(ii) some tables on clothing and cotton
textiles which are analysed by such
variables as type of material and user;
and (iii) the table on trade with China
of outward processing nature which are
based on the Harmonized System.

The trade statistics for Hong Kong
presented in this publication refer to
those of "merchandise trade" only, not
including SITC Division 97 "Gold
(excluding gold ores and
concentrates); gold coin".

The trade statistics include those of
total exports and imports. The former
are distinguished into domestic
exports and re-exports. Domestic
exports are the natural produce of Hong
Kong or the products of amanufacturing
process in Hong Kong which has changed
permanently the shape, nature, formor
utility of the basic materials used in
manufacture. Re-exports are
products which have previously been
imported into Hong Kong and which are
re-exported without having undergone
in Hong Kong a manufacturing process
which has changed permanently the
shape, nature, form or utility of the
product. Imports are goods which have
been produced or manufactured in
places outside the jurisdiction of
Hong Kong and brought into Hong Kong
for domestic use or for subsequent
re-export.

The official rate for conversion of the
Hong Kong dollar to U.S. dollar was
HKD5.085 =USD1 until 25 November 1974.
The Hong Kong dollar floated on 26
November 1974. As from 17 October
1983 the Hong Kong dollar has been
linked to the US dollar through an
arrangement in the note issuing
mechanism permitting note issuing
banks to issue Hong Kong dollar notes
at a fixed rate of HK$7.80 = US$1.00.
The annual average exchange rates
between Hong Kong dollar and various
currencies are given in table 52.
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The 1993 figures of trade between Hong
Kong and the two states that have
arisen fromthe former Czech and Slovak
Federal Republic are grouped under the
country title "Czech Republic". For
1994, separate country classification
has been introduced for the states
concerned.

The quantum indices for 1993 have been
revised, using a new method for
compilation. They may be slightly
different from those published in
previous issues.

Most of the statistical charts shown
in this publication are in semi-
logarithmic scale. A brief
description of the application of
semi-logarithmic scale in statistical
charts is given in the Appendix at the
end of this publication.

The value of domestic exports
increased by 4.3% in 1995 over 1994. Re-
exports continued to be robust with 17.4%
increase in value in 1995 over 1994. In the
same period, the value of imports increased
by 19.2%. With the value of total exports
being 1less than that of imports, a
merchandise trade deficit of HKD 147
billion was recorded in 1995.

The volume of domestic exports
recorded an increase of 1.9% in 1995 over
1994, while that of re-exports grew by
14.3%. The volume of total exports and
imports grew by 12.0% and 13.7%
respectively.

As regards the price changes in 1995
over 1994, the unit value index of total
exports and imports grew by 3.3% and 5.0%
respectively. The terms of trade index,
which is the ratio of the total export unit
value index to the import unit value index,
decreased by 1.6% in the same period of
comparison.

China and the U.S.A. were the two
largest destinations of Hong Kong's
domestic exports, each accounting for
about 27% of the value of domestic exports
in 1995. It is noted that a significant
proportion of Hong Kong's domestic exports
to China (similarly for re-exports to and
imports from China) were related to outward
processing activities, as raw materials
and semi-manufactured goods were exported
to China for processing and subsequently
re-imported to Hong Kong. As regards
percentage change in value, domestic
exports to China recorded an increase of
4.2%, while that to the U.S.A. dropped
marginally by 0.3%.

The share of consumer goods in the
total re-export value dropped from 52.6%
in 1994 t0 49.1% in 1995. On the other hand,
the share of raw materials and semi-
manufactures, the second largest end-use
category in re-exports, increased slightly
from 27.9% in 1994 to 30.3% in 1995.
Capital goods took another 18.0% in 1995,
followed by foodstuffs (1.8%) and fuels
(0.9%).

China and the U.S.A. were the two
largest destinations of Hong Kong's re-
exports, accounting for 34.5% and 20.8%
respectively of the total re-export value
in 1995. Other main destinations of Hong
Kong's re-export trade included Japan
(6.3%), the Federal Republic of Germany
(4.1%) and the U.K. (2.9%). As regards the
percentage change in value in 1995 over
1994, notable increases were recorded in
the value of re-exports to Japan (+28.0%),
Taiwan (+23.8%) and China (+19.0%).

The share of consumer goods in the
total import value was 37.7% in 1995,
slightly smaller than that in 1994. Major
items included clothing (accounting for
17.4% of the end-use category in 1995) and

radios, television sets, gramophones,
records, tape recorders and amplifiers
(13.6%). The share of raw materials and

semi-manufactures in the total import
value increased from 34.5% in 1994 to 36.4%
in 1995. Major items in this end-use
category included thermionic, cold
cathode or photo-cathode valves and tubes,
diodes, transistors and parts, thereof
(accounting for 17.7% of the import value
of the end-use category in 1995), plastic
materials (10.2%) and woven fabrics of
man-made fibres (7.0%). The share of
capital goods, foodstuffs and fuels in the
total import value in 1995 were 20.0%, 4.1%
and 1.8% respectively.

For better monitoring of Hong Kong’s
trade performance, the Census and
Statistics Department has been conducting
on a quarterly basis the following three
surveys on trade involving outward
processing in China:

(a) Survey on Exports to China
for Outward Processing as
from 3rd quarter of 1988;

(b) Survey on Imports fromcChina
related to Outward
Processing as from 1st
quarter of 1989; and

(c) Survey on Re-exports of
China Origin (except to
China) involving Outward
Processing in China as from
l1st quarter of 1991.

The main objective of the surveys is
to delineate outward processing trade from
regular trade. In particular, estimates
of the proportion and values of trade
involving outward processing in China for
domestic exports and re-exports to China,
imports from China and re-exports of China
origin are compiled.

For the purpose of the surveys, exports
to China for outward processing refer to the
raw materials or semi-manufactures
exported from or through Hong Kong to China
for processing with a contractual
arrangement for subsequent re-importation
of the processed goods into Hong Kong.

Imports from China related to outward
processing refer to the processed goods
imported from China of which all or part of
the rawmaterials or semi-manufactures have
been under contractual arrangement
exported from or through Hong Kong to China
for processing.

Re-exports of China origin produced
through ocutward processing in China refer
to those re-exports of which all or part of
the rawmaterials or semi-manufactures have
been exported from or through Hong Kong to
China for processing with a contractual
arrangement for subsequent re-importation
of the processed goods into Hong Kong.
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In the first three quarters of 1995,
49% of total exports to China were for
outward processing; the proportion was
71% for domestic exports and 45% for re-
exports. The proportion of imports from
China related to outward processing was
75%. On the other hand, 82% of re-exports
of China origin (except to China) were
produced through outward processing in
China.

Comparing the first three quarters of
1995 with the same period in 1994, the value
of total exports to China for outward
processing increased by 22%. While the
value of domestic exports to China for
outward processing increased by 5%, that of
re-exports to China increased by 27%. The
value of imports from China related to
outward processing also increased by 14%.
Over the same period of comparison, the
value of re-exports of China origin (except
to China) produced through outward
processing in China increased by 19%.

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Appendix

Application of semi-logarithmic charts

Most of the statistical charts
contained in this publication are semi-
logarithmic charts. A brief description
of the interpretation and applications of
a semi-logarithmic chart is given below.

A semi-logarithmic chart wuses a
combination of logarithmic and arithmetic
scales. Usually, its vertical axis is in
logarithmic scalewhile its horizontal axis
is in arithmetic scale.

Unlike charts in arithmetic scale, a
semi-logarithmic chart is constricted to
depict primarily the rate of change of a
variable, rather than the absolute amount
of change. As an illustration, an increase
from 250 to 300 on arithmetic scale is ten
times as great as an increase from 25 to 30
in terms of magnitude. However, the rate
of increase is 20% in both cases. Thus, the
two increases are exactly the same on
logarithmic scale as far as the rate of
change is concerned.

Features of semi-logarithmic chart

Logarithmic scale used in a semi-
logarithmic chart may consist of more than
one cycle for plotting data. The value
placed at the topof acyclewill be ten times
that at the bettom of the cycle. Thus, one
cycle can accommodate a tenfold increase,
two cycles a hundred fold increase, three
cycles a thousand fold increase, and so on.
As an illustration, in Graph 2 on page 4 of
this publication, which 1is a semi-
logarithmic chart, its vertical axis in
logarithmic scale uses three complete
cycles, with uppermost values of HKD 10
billion, HKD 100 billion and HKD 1,000
billion in successive cycles.

Unlike arithmetic scale, logarithmic
scale does not begin with zero but any value
larger than zero. In other words, the
vertical axis in logarithmic scale does not
have a zero baseline. The rationale is
obvious. The logarithm of zero is minus
infinity. 1If logarithmic scale were to
have a zero baseline, the top of the cycle
would be zero (10 x 0 =0), and likewise for
all values on the scale. Such a scalewould
not make sense in interpretation.

Interpretation and applications of

semi-logarithmic chart

In interpreting a semi-logarithmic
chart, it is the slope which reflects the
relative change that 1is of paramount
importance. The steeper the slope, the
more pronounced is the rate of change. An
upward curve with increasingly steep slope
indicates that the variable is increasing
at an increasing rate. On the other hand,
a downward curve with increasingly steep
slope indicates that the wvariable is
decreasing at an increasing rate. A
straight line indicates a constant rate of
change.

Comparison of rates of change between
two or more variables can be made by
measuring the relative steepness of the
respective curves. For instance, when two
curves are running parallel with each
other, that means they have the same rate
of change.

Another interesting feature of the
semi-logarithmic chart is that shifting the
vertical scale moves the curve upward or
downward, but does not alter the slope.
This feature enables comparison to be made
of data of great contrast inmagnitude. The
charts on trade indices on page 5 serve as
a good example. With logarithmic scale,
the value index, quantum index and unit
value index which are of different orders
of magnitude can be shown on the same chart
for comparison of their relative changes
over time. Furthermore, a semi-
logarithmic chart can also be used to
compare the rate of change of dissimilar
data series (e.g. employment in hundreds of
persons, output in thousands of units, and
sales in millions of dollars) on the same
chart.
