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Foreword

A population census was conducted by the Census
and Statistics Department in March 2001. This
report presents the results of the 2001 Population
Census in respect of Constituency Areas in individual
District Council district.

This report contains statistics on each Constituency
Area and is organized into two parts. The first part
“Summary Statistics’ provides key statistics on the
population and households in each Constituency Area.
Detailed population and household characteristics of
each Constituency Area are presented in the second
part “Basic Tables’. The report consists of three
separate volumes covering Hong Kong Island,
Kowloon and the New Territories respectively. This
volume relates to Kowloon only.

To show the geographical boundaries of each of the
District Council districts and Constituency Areas, a
map pack entitled “Boundary Maps Complementary
to Tables for District Council Districts and
Constituency Areas’ was published separately for
reference.

Other reports on the geographical breakdown of the
Census results, entitled “Basic Tables for District
Council Districts” and “Basic Tables for Tertiary
Planning Units’, are aso published. Further detailed
analysis and interpretation of the results of the 2001
Population Census will be avallable in the
publications being released later this year. A list of
the 2001 Population Census publications is given at
the end of this report.

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| ntroduction

Background

It is established practice from 1961 for Hong Kong to
conduct a population census once every ten years and
a by-census in the middle of the intercensal period.
Following this practice, the 2001 Population Census
was conducted in March 2001. This report presents
the results of the 2001 Population Census in respect of
the Constituency Areas in Kowloon.

The 2001 Population Census was conducted in the
thirteen-day period from 15 to 27 March 2001. It
comprised a simple enumeration on six-sevenths of
households to provide basic information like age and
sex of household members and a detailed enquiry to
the remaining one-seventh on a broad range of
demographic and socio-economic characteristics of
household members. Asaresult, thereisafull count
of the population, households and quarters (refer to as
complete  enumeration ) whilst detailed
characteristics of the population and households are
provided by estimates derived from the sample

enquiry.

The information collected in population censuses/by-
censuses is vital to government planning and policy
formulation. Data on small areas form the basis of
district  development and service planning
programmes of the government, while comprehensive
information on population sub-groups, such as the
elderly and single parent families, facilitates the
planning of welfare policy and socia service
programmes. Most important of al, results of the
censuses/by-censuses are the benchmark data for the
compilation of population estimates and projectionsin
the Population Data System.

D The complete enumeration refers to a full count of Usual Residents in the 2001 Population Census and the number of Mobile
Residents obtained through statistical processing of anonymized passenger movement data (i.e. arrival and departure records of
individual persons). Please refer to the section “Population Coverage” for details on Usual Residents and Mobile Residents.



Introduction

The system for compiling population figures is
complex and requires data from a wide variety of
sources. The results of population censuses/by-
censuses form the corner stone of the system. These
benchmark data are taken together with statistical data
generated from administrative systems (such as births,
deaths and passenger movement records) and sample
surveys (in particular the continuous Genera
Household Survey) to form a population statistical
database which serves a multitude of purposes,
including the compilation of population figures.

Population Coverage

The 2001 Population Census covers the Hong Kong
Resident Population under the “resident population”
approach. The “resident population” approach has
been adopted to compile the population estimates of
Hong Kong since August 2000. Such change is
effected in view of the greater relevance of the
“resident population” concept from a statistical theory
standpoint in measuring the population size of a place.
It is considered particularly appropriate to do so to
take account of the changing residency and mobility
patterns of the Hong Kong population in recent years.

The Hong Kong Resident Population at the 2001
Population Census moment (i.e. 3 am. on 14 March
2001) covers “Usual Residents’ and “Mobile
Residents’. “Usual Residents” refer to two
categories of people: (1) Hong Kong Permanent
Residents who had stayed in Hong Kong for at least
three months during the six months before or for at
least three months during the six months after the
census moment, regardless of whether they were in
Hong Kong or not at the census moment; and (2)
Hong Kong Non-permanent Residents who were in
Hong Kong at the census moment.
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Introduction

As for “Mobile Residents’, they are Hong Kong
Permanent Residents who had stayed in Hong Kong
for at least one month but less than three months
during the six months before or for at least one month
but less than three months during the six months after
the census moment, regardless of whether they were
in Hong Kong or not at the census moment.

Structure of the Report

The statistics are organized in two parts. The first
part “Summary Statistics’ covers 24 topics on
demographic, education, labour force, household and
housing characteristics, which together provide the
population profile of each Constituency Area. Nine
topics, viz. population, proportion of population aged
under 15, proportion of population aged 15-64,
proportion of population aged 65 and over, median
age, number of domestic households, number of
occupied guarters, average domestic household size
and average number of domestic households per unit
of quarters, are based on the complete enumeration.
Statistics for the remaining 15 topics are estimates
derived from the sample enquiry.

The second part “Basic Tables’ presents the detailed
characteristics of the population in each Constituency
Area. Each basic table presents " Statistics based on
complete enumeration” and “Estimates based on
sample enquiry”. Information covered is outlined
below:

It should be noted that the total numbers of quarters,
households and population given in “Statistics based
on complete enumeration” are obtained from the
complete enumeration, whereas those given in
“Estimates based on sample enquiry” are based on
estimates derived from the one-in-seven sample
enquiry @.

D 1o achieve consistency between total counts obtained from the complete enumeration and estimates derived from the sample

enquiry, the “ratio estimation” method is employed. (Readers interested in the details of this method may wish to refer to
standard texts in survey sampling). Since District Council districts are more commonly referred to in analyzing Census resullts,
total counts at the District Council district level were chosen as controls when applying the method. The control process
ensures that estimates derived from the sample for each District Council district are consistent with the district total counts.
However, for geographical units smaller than a District Council district, e.g. Constituency Aresas, the estimates derived from the
sample using gross-up factors controlled at District Council districts may not tally with the Constituency Areatota counts.
There is one further complication when estimating the number of households by household composition for individual
Constituency Area based on the sample enquiry, the gross-up factors were derived from the district control totals with reference
basically to type of quarters. Therefore, the total count of households of “household size one” obtained from the complete
enumeration and the total number of “one-person” households provided by estimates derived from the sample enquiry are not
necessarily identical.

Age . Age is the number of complete years a person has passed since birth. It is
derived from month and year of birth. [7]

Area of Residence Five Years Ago The address in which a person lived
five years before the Census.  Areaof residence five years ago is classified as:

Remained in same address . This refers to a person whose current
address is the same as that five years ago. A person who currently lives in the same
address as 5 years ago but had moved elsewhere during the 5 years then moved back is
aso regarded as “Remained in same address’.

Moved within Constituency Area . This refers to a person
whose current address is different from that of five years ago, but they are in the same
Constituency Area.

Moved across Constituency Areas but same District Council district
This refers to a person whose current address is different

from that of five yearsago. The two addresses are in different Constituency Aresas of
the same District Council district.

Moved across District Council districts . Thisrefersto
a person whose current address is different from that of five years ago, and they are in
Constituency Areas of different District Council districts. The area of residence five
years ago of this person is further categorized into Hong Kong Island, Kowloon and
New Territories. For example, if a person who lived in Constituency Area ‘Tai Po
Hui’ in Tai Po District five years ago and with present address in Constituency Area
‘Tai Koo Shing West' in Eastern District, hissher area of residence five years ago is
classified as‘New Territories'.

Outside Hong Kong . This refers to a person who lived outside
Hong Kong fiveyearsago. [6]

Average Domestic Household Size The average number of persons per
domestic household. It is calculated by dividing the total number of persons who were living in
domestic households by the total number of domestic households. [20]

Average Number of Domestic Households per Unit of Quarters (or Degree of Sharing)
Thisis calculated by dividing the total number
of domestic households by the total number of quarters occupied by domestic households. [15]

Constituency Area . Congtituency Areas are as declared in the Electoral Affairs
Commission’s report on the Recommended Constituency Boundaries in respect of the 1999
District Council Election endorsed by the Chief Executive in Council in accordance with the
Electoral Affairs Commission Ordinance. There are 390 Constituency Areas. 80 on Hong Kong
Island; 118 in Kowloon and 192 in the New Territories. [36]

District Council District . These geographical districts are as declared in the
District Councils Ordinance (L.N. 77 of 1999) for the District Council district election held on 28
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November 1999. There are 18 District Council districts: 4 on Hong Kong Island; 5 in Kowloon
and 9 in the New Territories. [28]

Domestic Household : A domestic household consists of a group of persons who
live together and make common provision for essentials for living. These persons need not be
related. If a person makes provision for essentials for living without sharing with other persons,
heisalso regarded as a household. In this case the household is a one-person household.  [19]

Economic Activity Status . The population can be divided into two main
groups, economically active population (i.e. the labour force) and economically inactive
population as follows:

Economically active population . This comprises the
employed (that is the working population) and the unemployed.

The working population refers to persons aged 15 and over who should (a) be
engaged in performing work for pay or profit during the seven days before the
Census; or (b) have forma job attachment during the seven days before the
Census. The working population can be distinguished into:

Employee : A person who works for an employer (private
companies or government) for wage, salary, commission, tips or
payment in kind. Domestic helpers, outworkers and paid family
workers are al'so included here.

Employer : A person who works for profit or feesin his/ her
own business / profession and employs one or more persons to work for
him/ her.

Self-employed . A person who works for profit or fees

in his/ her own business / profession, neither employed by someone nor
employing others.

Unpaid family worker . A person who works for
no pay in a family business is aso considered as employed. Food and
lodging and pocket money are not counted as pay.

Unemployed population . Refer basically to persons aged 15 and
over who should (&) not have had a job and should not have performed any work
for pay or profit during the seven days before the Census ; (b) have been available
for work during the seven days before the Census ; and (c) have sought work
during the thirty days before the Census.

Economically inactive population : This comprises persons
who have not had a job and have not been at work during the seven days before the
Census, excluding persons who have been on leave / holiday during the seven-day
period and persons who are unemployed. Persons such as home-makers, retired
persons and all those aged below 15 are thus included.

Home-maker . A person who looks after the home without pay.
Student . A person who is studying full-time in school or other

educational institution. Persons who are self-studying, or studying informal
courses in miscellaneous training institutes or studying evening courses and were

not working during the seven days before the Census are aso included in this
category. Student workers are classified as economically active persons and are
not included in this group.

Retired person : A person who has worked previously but is not
currently working because of old age.

Other economically inactive person :Including
persons who do not have to work for a living, the cost of living of whom is
generdly borne by rental receivable, savings, investment returns or remittances
and economically inactive persons not elsewhere classified, e.g. unpaid religious
workers and person who cannot work or do not seek work because of permanent
sickness or disablement. [34]

Educational Attainment (Highest Level Attended) . The
highest level attended is the highest level of education ever attained by a personin school or other
educational institution, regardliess of whether he had completed the course. Only formal courses
are counted as educational attainment. A formal course shall be one that lasts for at least one
academic year, requires specific academic qualifications for entrance (except sub-degree / degree /
post-graduate courses offered by the Open University of Hong Kong) and includes examinations
or specific academic assessment procedures.

Educational attainment are classified as follows;

No schooling :Including those who had never attended a formal
course.

Kindergarten : Including &l classes in kindergarten and child care
centres.

Primary :Including Primary 1 - 6 in all schools.

Lower secondary :Including Secondary 1 - 3in all schools.

Upper secondary : Including Secondary 4 - 5 or equivalent in all
schools and craft level.

Matriculation : Including Secondary 6 - 7 or equivalent in all schools
and diplomalcertificate courses in Institute of Vocational Education / former
polytechnics.

Tertiary (Non-degree course) :Including all higher

diploma/endorsement certificate courses/associateship or equivalent courses in
University/Ingtitute of Vocational Education, other sub-degree (diploma/
certificate/associate degree) courses in  University, sub-degree (diploma/
certificate) courses in other statutory or approved post-secondary colleges,
diplomalcertificate course in Hong Kong Institute of Education, nurse training
courses and distance learning courses.

Tertiary (Degree course) :Including all first degree,
taught postgraduate and research postgraduate courses in local or non-local
ingtitutions.  [30]

Household Composition : Household composition is derived from the information
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on relationship to the head of household of each person and the identification of spouse and parent-
child relationships among members of the household. It shows the structure of a household in
terms of the number of family nuclei and the relationship between a family nucleus and other
related household members. A family nucleus is a married couple without children, a married
couple with one or more never married children or one parent (either father or mother) with one or
more never married children. The different categories of household composition are as follows:

One person : A family with only one person.

One unextended nuclear family : A household
comprising one family nucleus without other related persons.

One vertically extended nuclear family A household
comprising one family nucleus with one or more related persons not of the same
generation. It may or may not include other related persons of the same generation.

One horizontally extended nuclear family : A
household comprising one family nucleus with one or more related persons of the same
generation but without any other related persons of a different generation.

Two or more nuclear families : A household comprising two
or more family nuclei whose members may or may not be related in any way.

Related persons forming no nuclear family
A household comprising related persons with or without unrelated persons who
do not form afamily nucleus.

Unrelated persons : A household comprising unrelated
person(s). [12]

Household Size :  Household size refers to the number of persons living in the
domestic household. [11]

Industry : Themain kind of goods or services produced by the establishment in which a
person worked during the seven days before the census moment. The coverage of the industrial
sectors are defined as follows:

Manufacturing :Including spinning of cotton and other yarn, weaving and
knitting of cotton and other fabrics, bleaching, dyeing, finishing; manufacturing of
wearing apparel, knitwear and other made-up textile goods; and manufacturing of
carpets, cordages, ropes and twines, food, beverage, tobacco, footwear, leather
products, rubber products, plastic products, wood products, printed matters and paper
products, metal products, machinery, chemicals, chemical products, glass and pottery.

Construction :Including building construction, civil engineering,
plumbing, electrical wiring, air-conditioning installing and repair.

Wholesale, retail and import/export trades, restaurants and hotels

Including wholesale and retail trade; import and export
trade; peddlers; Chinese general brokers; other commercia agents; restaurants; cafes;
hotels and rooming houses.

Transport, storage and communications : Including land
transport, water transport and air transport; services allied to transport; storage and
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warehousing; and post and tel ecommunications.

Financing, insurance, real estate and business services
Including financing; insurance; real estate; offices of lawyers, accountants,
auditors, architects, surveyors and advertising agents and data processing services.

Community, social and personal services : Including
government services, educational service; medical, dental and other health services,
sanitary services, welfare institutions; religious organizations; cinemas and theatres;
radio and television broadcasting; libraries and museums; electrical repair shops,
automoabile repair garages and other household and personal services.

Other industries : Including such industries as ‘Agriculture and
fishing’; ‘Mining and quarrying’; ‘Electricity, gas and water’ and industrial activities
inadequately described or unclassifiable. [10]

Labour Force . Please see Economic Activity Statusin (8). [31]

Labour Force Participation Rate The proportion of economically active
population (that is the labour force) in the total population aged 15 and over. [32]

Marital Status . The marital status of a person is recorded according to the status
reported by respondents in the Census. There is no check on whether the marriage or divorce had
undergone any legal registration or ceremony. [29]

Median Age :  The average age so calculated that 50% of the total number of
persons were above that age and the other 50% were below it.  [8]

Median Monthly Domestic Household Income . The average
monthly domestic household income so calculated that 50% of the total number of domestic
households had incomes above that figure and the other 50% had incomes below it.  Zero income
households are included in the calculation. Please see Monthly Domestic Household Incomein
(23). [22]

Median Monthly Domestic Household M ortgage Payment and L oan Repayment

The average monthly mortgage payment and loan repayment
so calculated that 50% of the total number of domestic households owning the quarters they
occupy with mortgage or loan paid more than that amount and the other 50% paid less than that.
Domestic households with mortgage payment and loan repayment classified as “Not Applicable
(N.A.)" are excluded in the calculation. Please see Monthly Domestic Household M ortgage
Payment and L oan Repayment in (24). [24]

Median Monthly Domestic Household Rent . The average
monthly rent so calculated that 50% of the total number of domestic households renting the
accommodation they occupy paid more than that amount and the other 50% paid less than that.
Domestic households with rent classified as “Not Applicable (N.A.)” are excluded in the
calculation. Please see Monthly Domestic Household Rent in (25). [26]

Median Monthly Income from Main Employment . The average
income from main employment so cal culated that 50% of the working population excluding unpaid
family worker had income above that figure and the other 50% had income below it.  Please see
Monthly Income from Main Employment in (26). [14]
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Median Mortgage Payment and Loan Repayment to Income Ratio

The average percentage of monthly household income paid on monthly
mortgage payment and loan repayment so calculated that 50% of domestic households owning the
quarters they occupy with mortgage or loan paid more than that percentage and the other 50% paid
less than that. Households with zero income and/or mortgage payment and loan repayment
classified as “Not Applicable (N.A.)” are excluded in the calculation. Please see Monthly
Domestic Household Income in (23) and Monthly Domestic Household M ortgage Payment
and Loan Repayment in (24). [18]

Median Rent to Income Ratio . The average percentage of monthly
household income paid on monthly household rent so calculated that 50% of domestic households
renting the accommodation they occupy paid more than that percentage and the other 50% paid
lessthan that. Households with zero income and/or rent classified as “Not Applicable (N.A.)" are
excluded in the calculation. Please see Monthly Domestic Household Income in (23) and
Monthly Domestic Household Rent in (25). [27]

Monthly Domestic Household Income :  The total income (including

earnings in cash from all employments and other cash incomes) for February 2001 of members of
households. [21]

Monthly Domestic Household Mortgage Payment and Loan Repayment

This is the amount paid by a domestic household owning the quarters it
occupies with mortgage or loan on mortgage payment and loan repayment on its accommodation
in March 2001. It includes payments for first mortgage, second mortgage, home equity loan or
some other specia payment schemes in order to redeem the quarters occupied but excludes
payments for rates, government rent, water, electricity, gas, telephone and management fees.
Thisis “not applicable” to marine households, owner-occupier households without mortgage and
loan; households with mortgage payment and loan repayment paid by non-household members;
and households renting the accommodation they occupy. [23]

Monthly Domestic Household Rent . This is the amount paid by a
domestic household renting the accommodation it occupies on its accommodation in March 2001.
It includes rates, government rent and management fee for that month but excludes payments for
water and electricity. For amain tenant, rent is the net amount he paid after deducting the rent he
received from his sub-tenant(s) for subletting part of the quarters. This is “not applicable” to
marine households, owner-occupier households and households with zero rent (including
households living in accommodation of friends or relatives without paying any rent with or
without permission, main tenant households with total rental receipts from sub-tenant(s) greater
than or equal to rent paid, and those households whose quarters were provided free by employers).
[25]

Monthly Income from Main Employment : For employers or self-employed
persons, this is the amount earned excluding expenses incurred in running their main business.
For employees, this is the total amount earned from their main employment including salary or
wage, bonus, commission, overtime, housing allowance, tips and other cash allowances. New
Y ear bonus and double pay are excluded. The amount recorded refers to the income for February
2001. [13]

Non-student Population Aged 20 and Over . It refers to the
population of Hong Kong residents aged 20 and over who were not studying full time.  [1]

Occupation . Thisrefersto the kind of work a person performed during the seven days
before the census moment.
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Managers and administrators :Including administrators,
commissioners and directors in government service; consuls; councillors; directors,
chief executive officers, presidents, general managers, functional managers, branch
managers and small business managers in industry, commerce, import and export
trade, wholesale and retail trade, catering and lodging services, transport, electricity,
gas, water and other services and agricultural and fishery sectors.

Professionals :Including qualified professiona scientists, doctors,
dentists and other medical professionals; architects, surveyors and engineers, vice-
chancellors, directors, academic staff and administrators of university, post-secondary
college; principals and teachers of secondary school; statisticians, mathematicians,
system analysts and computer programmers; lawyers and judges; accountants; business
consultants and analysts; social workers; translators and interpreters; news editors and
journalists; writers; librarians and members of religious orders.

Associate professionals :Including science technicians, nurses and
midwives, dental assistants and other health associate professionals; architectural,
surveying and engineering technicians; optical and electronic equipment controllers;
ship pilots and air traffic controllers; principals and teachers of primary school and
kindergarten/nursery; statistical assistants; computer operators; law clerks; accounting
supervisors; public relation officers; sales representatives; designers; estate managers,
social work assistants; superintendents, inspectors and officers of the police and other
discipline services; performers and sportsmen.

Clerks : Including stenographers, secretaries and typists, bookkeeping,
finance, shipping, filing and personnel clerks; cashiers and tellers; receptionists and
information clerks.

Service workers and shop sales workers :Including air
hostesses and travel guides, house stewards, cooks and waiters, baby-sitters;
hairdressers and beauticians; rank and file staff of the police and other discipline
services; transport conductors and other service workers; wholesale and retail salesman
in shops; shop assistants and fashion models.

Craft and related workers . Including miners and quarrymen;
bricklayers, carpenters and other construction workers; metal moulders; blacksmiths;
machinery, electric and electronic instrument mechanics; jewellery workers and watch
makers; potters; typesetters, bakers, food and beverage processors, painters; craft
workersin textile, garment, leather, rubber and plastic trades and other craft workers.

Plant and machine operators and assemblers

Including well drillers and borers; ore smelting furnace operators, brick and tlle
kilnmen; sawmill sawyers; paper makers,; chemical processing plant operators; power-
generating plant and boiler operators; asbestos cement products makers; metal finishers
and electroplaters, dairy and other food processing machine operators; printing
machine operators; machine operators for production of textile, rubber and plastic
products; assemblers; drivers; seamen and other plant and machine operators.

Elementary occupations :Including street vendors; domestic helpers
and cleaners; messengers; private security guards; watchmen; freight handlers; lift
operators; construction labourers; hand packers; agricultural and fishery labourers.

illed agricultural and fishery workers; and occupations not classifiable
Including farm workers, animal husbandry workers and
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fishermen, and occupations unidentifiable and inadequately described. [37]

Occupied Quarters . Quarters refer to such unit of accommodation as
flats, houses and structures which could be used for the purpose of accommodation. Please see
Type of Quartersin (35). Occupied Quarters refer to those quarters which were occupied at the
census moment.  [9]

Place of Study . The place of study of a person refers to the geographical areain
Hong Kong where the school or educational institution is located and where the person concerned
has to go to attend full-time course. Place of study isclassified as:

In same Constituency Area . This refers to a person whose place of
residence and place of study are in the same Constituency Area. For example, both
place of residence and place of study of a person are in Constituency Area ‘Chung
Wan'.

Across Constituency Areas but same District Council district

This refers to a person whose place of residence and place of study are
in different Constituency Areas of the same District Council district. For example, if
a student who livesin Constituency Area‘Chung Wan' in Central and Western District
studies in Constituency Area ‘Sai Wan’ in the same district, he/she is classified under
this group.

Across District Council districts . This refers to a person
whose place of residence and place of study are in Constituency Areas of different
District Council districts. The place of study for this group of persons is further
categorized into Hong Kong Island, Kowloon and New Territories. For example, if a
student who lives in Constituency Area ‘Hennessy’ in Wan Chai District studies in
Constituency Area‘Tsim Sha Tsui West’ in Yau Tsim Mong District, his/her place of
study isclassified as ‘' Kowloon'.

Outside Hong Kong . Thisrefersto a person who studiesin a place
outside Hong Kong. [3]

Place of Work . The place of work of a person refers to the geographical area
where the work place of aperson islocated and where the person concerned usually stayed or went
during the seven days before the Census for business matters. For a person who has more than
one job during the reference period, the place of work refers to that of his main employment. For
a person who changes his work place day to day (e.g. construction site workers) or has many work
places (e.g. doctor working in both hospital and clinic, mobile hawker), the work place is where
the person worked for the longest hours in the reference period. For a person who has no fixed
place of work (e.g. salesman, driver) but needed to report duty every day, the location of the office
or depot is the work place. For a cross-border truck driver who drives between Hong Kong and
the Mainland and spends most of the working hours in the Mainland, then the Mainland is the
place of work. Place of work is classified as:

In same Constituency Area . This refers to a person whose place of
residence and place of work are in the same Congtituency Area.  For example, both
place of residence and place of work of a person are in the Constituency Area
‘Causeway Bay'. Those persons who work at home are included as well.

Across Constituency Areas but same District Council district
This refers to a person whose place of residence and place of work are
in different Constituency Areas of the same District Council district. For example, if
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a person who lives in Constituency Area ‘Causeway Bay’ in Wan Chai District works
in Constituency Area ‘Happy Valey' in the same district, he/she is classified under
this group.

Across Digtrict Council districts . This refers to a person
whose place of residence and place of work are in Constituency Areas of different
District Council districts. The place of work for this group of persons is further
categorized into Hong Kong Island, Kowloon and New Territories.  For example, if a
person who lives in Constituency Area ‘ Causeway Bay' in Wan Chai District worksin
Constituency Area ‘' Tsim Sha Tsui West' in Yau Tsim Mong District, hissher place of
work is classified as * Kowloon’.

Marine . Thisrefersto a person who works on board vessel.

Others . Thisrefersto a person with no fixed place of work, or working in a
place outside Hong Kong.  [5]

Population . It refers to the “Hong Kong Resident Population”. The Hong Kong
Resident Population at the census moment covers “Usua Residents’ and “Mobile Residents’.
“Usual Residents’ refer to two categories of people: (1) Hong Kong Permanent Residents who had
stayed in Hong Kong for at least three months during the six months before or for at least three
months during the six months after the census moment, regardless of whether they were in Hong
Kong or not at the census moment; and (2) Hong Kong Non-permanent Residents who were in
Hong Kong at the census moment. As for “Mobile Residents’, they are Hong Kong Permanent
Residents who had stayed in Hong Kong for at least one month but less than three months during
the six months before or for at least one month but less than three months during the six months
after the census moment, regardless of whether they were in Hong Kong or not at the census
moment. [2]

School Attendance Rate . The percentage of population attending full-time
schools or educational institutions.  [33]

Tenure of Accommodation :  The terms and conditions under which
accommodation is held by a domestic household. The different terms are defined as follows:

Owner-occupier, with mortgage or loan . A household
which owns the quarters it occupies with mortgage payment or loan repayment for the
quarters.

Owner-occupier, without mortgage and loan A

household which owns the quarters it occupies without any mortgage payment and
loan repayment for the quarters.

Sole tenant A household which rents the whole quarters it occupies from
someone who lives outside the quarters without sharing it with other household(s) or
subletting.

Co-tenant : Two or more households each of which rents part of the quarters

from someone who lives outside the quarters.

Main tenant : A household which rents the whole quarters it occupies
from someone who lives outside the quarters and sublets part of it to other
househol d(s).
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Type of Quarters

Sub-tenant . A household which rents part of the quarters from someone
who lives in the same quarters.

Rent free A household which occupies an accommodation free, with
or without the owner's permission. This excludes households occupying
accommodation provided by employers.

Provided by employer . A household which occupies an
accommodation provided by the employer of one of the household members. This
also includes households occupying quarters leased from employers at a nominal rent.
If a household member uses housing allowance given by his employer for renting
accommodation, the tenure is not considered as provided by employer. [16]

Permanent housing
Public rental flats

Housing Authority rental flats . Theseinclude flats
in housing estates previously known as Government Low Cost Housing and
those built by Hong Kong Housing Authority and flats in housing estates
previousy known as Resettlement Estates but have been put under the
management of the Housing Authority since 1973.

Housing Authority rental flats (Interim Housing / Tenants Purchase Scheme )

These are renta flats
in Interim Housing blocks and Tenants Purchase Scheme (TPS) blocks of the
Housing Authority.

Housing Society rental flats . These are renta flats
built and managed by the Hong Kong Housing Society.

Subsidized sale flats

Housing Authority subsidized sale flats

These include flats sold under the Home Ownership Scheme (HOS), Mlddle
Income Housing (MIH) Scheme, Private Sector Participation Scheme
(PSPS), Buy or Rent Option (BRO) Scheme, Mortgage Subsidy Scheme
(MSS) and TPS of the Hong Kong Housing Autharity, but exclude those flats
that can be traded in open market.

Housing Society subsidized sale flats . These
include flats built under the Flat for Sale Scheme (FFSS) and Sandwich Class
Housing Scheme (SCHS) of the Hong Kong Housing Society, but exclude
those flats that can be traded in open market.

Private housing
Private residential flats : These include flats and

apartments in multi-storey blocks or houses built mainly for residential
purpose. Flats built under the Urban Improvement Scheme of the Housing

Quarters are classified according to the type of building in
which they are located. The buildings are classified by the type of construction materials; the
purpose for which they are built; and the sector responsible for their construction.
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Society, flats built by the Hong Kong Settlers Corporation and
HOS/MIH/PSPS/FFSS flats that can be traded in open market are also put
under this category. Private residential flats can be further distinguished by
type of accommodation into (a) whole houses/flat and (b)
room/cockloft/bedspace.

Villas/Bungalows/Modern village houses
These are individual houses of one-storey or multi-storeys built with fuII
facilitiesincluding bathroom, flush toilet and internal piped water supply.

Smple stone structures/Traditional village houses

Simple stone structures are houses built of stones and/or other
permanent materials usually of one storey high. Traditiona village houses
are also grouped under this category.

Saff quarters . Staff quarters purposely built by the
government, hospital's, universities, schools and private companies.

Non-domestic housing

Non-domestic quarters . These include
accommodations (such as rooms and beds) in psychiatric hospitals,
convalescent hospitals, infirmaries, pena institutions, elderly homes, boys
and girls' homes, religious houses, hotels, hostels, dormitories (such as those
for university students), and other non-residential buildings (such as
commercial buildings and industrial buildings).

Temporary housing

Public temporary quarters : These include
temporary quarters in the Hong Kong Housing Authority cottage areas and
temporary housing areas.

Private temporary structures . These include private
temporary structures such as roof-top structures, contractor's matsheds,
nissen huts, derelict boats, huts and places not intended for residential
purpose (such as landings, staircases, corridors, etc.). [17]

(36) Usual Language . The usual language is the language / dialect a person used in
daily communication at home. This is not applicable to persons aged under 5 or mute persons.
[39]

(37)  Working Population :  Please see Economic Activity Statusin (8). [4]
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
