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Preface

The Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding System, or
Harmonized System (HS) in short, has been designed by the World
Customs Organization (WCO), to serve as a multi-purpose
classification suitable for use by customs and statistical authorities,
traders, carriers and others concerned with international trade.
Although Hong Kong is not a Contracting Party to the International
Convention on the HS, Hong Kong has adopted the HS in full for
trade declaration purposes since 1 January 1992.

While the HS specifies the commodity classification up to the 6-digit
subheading level for international comparison, individual
countries/territories are free to use additional digits for more refined
classification to meet their specific needs. The Hong Kong
Harmonized System (HKHS) uses an 8-digit classification system.
The additional 7" and 8" digits are used to further breakdown the
commodity classification to meet the needs of Hong Kong. The
first set of HKHS, which adopted the HS in full, is called the 1992
edition of HKHS. It has since then undergone annual amendments
to reflect changes in trade patterns and technology. These
amendments have been announced in the Government Gazette.

In 2014, the WCO recommended 233 sets of amendments to the HS.
An additional 9 sets of amendments were further recommended by
the WCO in 2015. Contracting parties to the International
Convention on the HS are required to adopt these 233 sets and 9 sets
of amendments as from 1 January 2017 and 1 January 2018
respectively. To ensure that Hong Kong’s commodity
classification system continues to be compatible with those of its
major trading partners, Hong Kong will implement all these 242 sets
of amendments recommended by the WCO with effect from
1 January 2017. The amended version of HKHS will be called the
2017 edition of HKHS. It has fully incorporated the WCO’s
proposed amendments which cater mainly for (i) environmental and
social issues of global concern; (ii) technological progress;
(iii) changes in international trade patterns and practice; and
(iv) clarification of texts to ensure uniform application of the HS.
Please refer to the summary of changes from the 2016 edition to the
2017 edition at the website of the Census and Statistics Department
(www.censtatd.gov.hk/trader/declaration/index.jsp).

This publication details the classification list of the 2017 edition of
HKHS. In addition, other classification systems needed for
completing import and export declarations, namely classification of
countries/territories and classification of transport modes, are also
included. A unit of quantity is also assigned to most of the HKHS
commodity items.

Under the Import and Export (Registration) Regulations, every
person who imports, exports or re-exports any article other than an
exempted article is required to lodge with the Commissioner of
Customs and Excise an accurate and complete import or export
declaration within 14 days after the importation or exportation of the
article. Declaration should be submitted through Electronic Data
Interchange service. In accordance with the Regulations, the
Commissioner of Customs and Excise is empowered to call upon
any person who has lodged an import or export declaration to verify
any particulars given in the declaration by the production of
documentary or other evidence. The Regulations also prescribe
penalties for the supplying of incomplete or inaccurate information.

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When completing import or export declarations, importers and
exporters must use the appropriate HKHS codes and units of
quantity published in this book. For a thorough understanding of
HKHS, the General Rules for the Interpretation of the Harmonized
System and the notes at the beginning of each section and chapter
should be carefully studied.

At Appendix I is a schedule of food items, the import of which is
subject to a flat charge of 20 cents per declaration when an import
declaration is lodged. A schedule of clothing items is at
Appendix II. Domestic exports of these items are subject to a
Clothing Industry Training Levy.

Importers and exporters are advised that the HKHS codes and units
of quantity provided in the Hong Kong Imports and Exports
Classification List (Harmonized System), 2017 Edition should only
be used for completing import or export declarations as from
1 January 2017. This will be announced in the Gazette in due
course.

The titles of Sections, Chapters and sub-Chapters are provided for
ease of reference only; for legal purposes, classification shall be
determined according to the terms of the headings and any relative
Section or Chapter Notes and, provided such headings or Notes do
not otherwise require, according to the following provisions:

@

(b)

Any reference in a heading to an article shall be taken to
include a reference to that article incomplete or unfinished,
provided that, as presented, the incomplete or unfinished
article has the essential character of the complete or finished
article. It shall also be taken to include a reference to that
article complete or finished (or falling to be classified as
complete or finished by virtue of this Rule), presented
unassembled or disassembled.

Any reference in a heading to a material or substance shall be
taken to include a reference to mixtures or combinations of
that material or substance with other materials or substances.
Any reference to goods of a given material or substance shall
be taken to include a reference to goods consisting wholly or
partly of such material or substance. The classification of
goods consisting of more than one material or substance shall
be according to the principles of Rule 3.

When by application of Rule 2(b) or for any other reason, goods are,
prima facie, classifiable under two or more headings, classification
shall be effected as follows:

(@)

(©)

The heading which provides the most specific description
shall be preferred to headings providing a more general
description. However, when two or more headings each
refer to part only of the materials or substances contained in
mixed or composite goods or to part only of the items in a set
put up for retail sale, those headings are to be regarded as
equally specific in relation to those goods, even if one of
them gives a more complete or precise description of the
goods.

Mixtures, composite goods consisting of different materials
or made up of different components, and goods put up in sets
for retail sale, which cannot be classified by reference to 3(a),
shall be classified as if they consisted of the material or
component which gives them their essential character, insofar
as this criterion is applicable.

When goods cannot be classified by reference to 3(a) or 3(b),
they shall be classified under the heading which occurs last in
numerical order among those which equally merit
consideration.

Goods which cannot be classified in accordance with the above
Rules shall be classified under the heading appropriate to the goods
to which they are most akin.
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5. In addition to the foregoing provisions, the following Rules shall
apply in respect of the goods referred to therein:

(a)  Camera cases, musical instrument cases, gun cases, drawing
instrument cases, necklace cases and similar containers,
specially shaped or fitted to contain a specific article or set of
articles, suitable for long—term use and presented with the
articles for which they are intended, shall be classified with
such articles when of a kind normally sold therewith. This
Rule does not, however, apply to containers which give the
whole its essential character;

(b)  Subject to the provisions of Rule 5(a) above, packing
materials and packing containers presented with the goods
therein shall be classified with the goods if they are of a kind
normally used for packing such goods. However, this
provision is not binding when such packing materials or
packing containers are clearly suitable for repetitive use.

6. For legal purposes, the classification of goods in the subheadings of

a heading shall be determined according to the terms of those
subheadings and any related Subheading Notes and, mutatis
mutandis, to the above Rules, on the understanding that only
subheadings at the same level are comparable. For the purposes of
this Rule the relative Section and Chapter Notes also apply, unless
the context otherwise requires.

and of a capacity not exceeding 300 cm® (heading 3606);

(k)  Products put up as charges for fire-extinguishers or put up in
fire-extinguishing grenades, of heading 3813, ink removers put
up in packings for retail sale, of heading 3824; or

(1) Optical elements, for example, of ethylenediamine tartrate
(heading 9001).

Goods which could be included in two or more of the headings of this
Chapter are to be classified in that one of those headings which occurs
last in numerical order.

In headings 2904 to 2906, 2908 to 2911 and 2913 to 2920, any
reference to halogenated, sulphonated, nitrated or nitrosated
derivatives includes a reference to compound derivatives, such as
sulphohalogenated, nitrohalogenated, nitrosulphonated or
nitrosulphohalogenated derivatives.

Nitro or nitroso groups are not to be taken as “nitrogen-functions” for
the purposes of heading 2929.

For the purposes of headings 2911, 2912, 2914, 2918 and 2922,
“oxygen-function” is to be restricted to the functions (the
characteristic organic oxygen-containing groups) referred to in
headings 2905 to 2920.

(A) The esters of acid-function organic compounds of sub-Chapters
I to VII with organic compounds of these sub-Chapters are to
be classified with that compound which is classified in the
heading which occurs last in numerical order in these
sub-Chapters.

(B) Esters of ethyl alcohol with acid-function organic compounds
of sub-Chapters I to VII are to be classified in the same heading
as the corresponding acid-function compounds.

(C) Subject to Note 1 to Section VI and Note 2 to Chapter 28:

(1)  Inorganic salts of organic compounds such as acid-,
phenol- or enol-function compounds or organic bases, of
sub-Chapters I to X or heading 2942, are to be classified
in the heading appropriate to the organic compound;

(2) Salts formed between organic compounds of
sub-Chapters I to X or heading 2942 are to be classified
in the heading appropriate to the base or to the acid
(including phenol- or enol-function compounds) from
which they are formed, whichever occurs last in
numerical order in the Chapter; and

(3) Co-ordination compounds, other than products
classifiable in sub-Chapter XI or heading 2941, are to be
classified in the heading which occurs last in numerical
order in Chapter 29, among those appropriate to the
fragments formed by "cleaving" of all metal bonds, other
than metal-carbon bonds.

(D) Metal alcoholates are to be classified in the same heading as the
corresponding alcohols except in the case of ethanol (heading

structural analogues used primarily as intermediates in the
synthesis of products of this heading.

Slag, ash and residues (including sludges, other than sewage
sludge), containing metals, arsenic or their mixtures and
meeting the requirements of Note 3(a) or 3(b) to Chapter 26
(heading 2620);

Medicaments (heading 3003 or 3004); or

Spent catalysts of a kind used for the extraction of base metals
or for the manufacture of chemical compounds of base metals
(heading 2620), spent catalysts of a kind used principally for
the recovery of precious metal (heading 7112) or catalysts
consisting of metals or metal alloys in the form of, for
example, finely divided powder or woven gauze (Section XIV
or XV).
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(A) For the purpose of heading 3822, the expression “certified
reference materials” means reference materials which are
accompanied by a certificate which indicates the values of the
certified properties, the methods used to determine these values
and the degree of certainty associated with each value and
which are suitable for analytical, calibrating of referencing
purposes.

(B) With the exception of the products of Chapter 28 or 29, for the
classification of certified reference materials, heading 3822
shall take precedence over any other heading in the
Nomenclature.

Heading 3824 includes the following goods which are not to be
classified in any other heading of the Nomenclature:

(a) Cultured crystals (other than optical elements) weighing not
less than 2.5 g each, of magnesium oxide or of the halides of
the alkali or alkaline-earth metals;

(b)  Fusel oil; Dippel’s oil;

(c) Ink removers put up in packings for retail sale;

(d)  Stencil correctors, other correcting fluids and correction tapes
(other than those of heading 9612), put up in packings for retail
sale; and

(e)  Ceramic firing testers, fusible (for example, Seger cones).

Throughout the Nomenclature, “municipal waste” means waste of a
kind collected from households, hotels, restaurants, hospitals, shops,
offices, etc., road and pavement sweepings, as well as construction
and demolition waste. Municipal waste generally contains a large
variety of materials such as plastics, rubber, wood, paper, textiles,
glass, metals, food materials, broken furniture and other damaged or
discarded articles. The term “municipal waste”, however, does not
cover:

(a) Individual materials or articles segregated from the waste, such
as wastes of plastics, rubber, wood, paper, textile, glass or
metals and spent batteries which fall in their appropriate
headings of the Nomenclature;

(b)  Industrial waste;

(c)  Waste pharmaceuticals, as defined in Note 4(k) to Chapter 30;
or

(d) Clinical waste, as defined in Note 6(a) below.

For the purpose of heading 3825, “sewage sludge” means sludge
arising from urban effluent treatment plant and includes pre-treatment
waste, scourings and unstabilised sludge. Stabilised sludge when
suitable for use as fertilizer is excluded (Chapter 31).

For the purposes of heading 3825, the expression “other wastes”
applied to:

(a) Clinical waste, that is, contaminated waste arising from
medical research, diagnosis, treatment or other medical,
surgical, dental or veterinary procedures, which often contain
pathogens and pharmaceutical substances and require special
disposal procedures (for example, soiled dressings, used gloves
and used syringes);

(b) Waste organic solvents;
(c)  Wastes of metal pickling liquors, hydraulic fluids, brake fluids
and anti-freezing fluids; and

(d)  Other wastes from chemical or allied industries.

Goods put up in sets consisting of two or more separate constituents,
some or all of which fall in this Section and are intended to be mixed
together to obtain a product of Section VI or VII, are to be classified
in the heading appropriate to that product, provided that the
constituents are:

(a) having regard to the manner in which they are put up, clearly
identifiable as being intended to be used together without first
being repacked;

Except for the goods of heading 3918 or 3919, plastics, rubber, and
articles thereof, printed with motifs, characters or pictorial
representations, which are not merely incidental to the primary use of
the goods, fall in Chapter 49.

Plastics and articles thereof

Notes

1.

Throughout the Nomenclature the expression “plastics” means those
materials of headings 3901 to 3914 which are or have been capable,
either at the moment of polymerisation or at some subsequent stage,
of being formed under external influence (usually heat and pressure,
if necessary with a solvent or plasticiser) by moulding, casting,
extruding, rolling or other process into shapes which are retained on
the removal of the external influence.

Throughout the Nomenclature any reference to “plastics” also
includes vulcanised fibre. The expression, however, does not apply
to materials regarded as textile materials of Section XI.

This Chapter does not cover:

(a)  Lubricating preparations of heading 2710 or 3403;
(b) Waxes of heading 2712 or 3404;

Articles of Chapter 96 (for example, brushes, buttons, slide
fasteners, combs, mouthpieces or stems for smoking pipes,
cigarette-holders or the like, parts of vacuum flasks or the like,
pens, propelling pencils, and monopods, bipods, tripods and
similar articles).

Headings 3901 to 3911 apply only to goods of a kind produced by
chemical synthesis, falling in the following categories:

For the purposes of this Chapter, except where the context otherwise
requires, copolymers (including co-polycondensates, co-polyaddition
products, block copolymers and graft copolymers) and polymer
blends are to be classified in the heading covering polymers of that
comonomer unit which predominates by weight over every other
single comonomer unit. For the purposes of this Note, constituent
comonomer units of polymers falling in the same heading shall be
taken together.

If no single comonomer unit predominates, copolymers or polymer
blends, as the case may be, are to be classified in the heading which
occurs last in numerical order among those which equally merit
consideration.

Chemically modified polymers, that is those in which only appendages
to the main polymer chain have been changed by chemical reaction, are
to be classified in the heading appropriate to the unmodified polymer.
This provision does not apply to graft copolymers.

In headings 3901 to 3914, the expression “primary forms” applies
only to the following forms:

(a) Liquids and pastes, including dispersions (emulsions and
suspensions) and solutions;

(b)  Blocks of irregular shape, lumps, powders (including moulding
powders), granules, flakes and similar bulk forms.

Heading 3915 does not apply to waste, parings and scrap of a single
thermoplastic material, transformed into primary forms (headings
3901 to 3914).

For the purposes of heading 3917, the expression “tubes, pipes and
hoses” means hollow products, whether semi-manufactures or
finished products, of a kind generally used for conveying, conducting
or distributing gases or liquids (for example, ribbed garden hose,
perforated tubes). This expression also includes sausage casings and
other lay-flat tubing. However, except for the last-mentioned, those
having an internal cross-section other than round, oval, rectangular (in
which the length does not exceed 1.5 times the width) or in the shape
of a regular polygon are not to be regarded as tubes, pipes and hoses
but as profile shapes.

For the purposes of heading 3918, the expression “wall or ceiling
coverings of plastics” applies to products in rolls, of a width not less
than 45 cm, suitable for wall or ceiling decoration, consisting of
plastics fixed permanently on a backing of any material other than
paper, the layer of plastics (on the face side) being grained, embossed,
coloured, design-printed or otherwise decorated.

In headings 3920 and 3921, the expression “plates, sheets, film, foil
and strip” applies only to plates, sheets, film, foil and strip (other than
those of Chapter 54) and to blocks of regular geometric shape,
whether or not printed or otherwise surface-worked, uncut or cut into
rectangles (including squares) but not further worked (even if when so
cut they become articles ready for use).

Heading 3925 applies only to the following articles, not being
products covered by any of the earlier headings of sub-Chapter II:

(a) Reservoirs, tanks (including septic tanks), vats and similar
containers, of a capacity exceeding 300 1;

(b)  Structural elements used, for example, in floors, walls or
partitions, ceilings or roofs;

(¢)  Gutters and fittings therefor;

(d)  Doors, windows and their frames and thresholds for doors;

(e)  Balconies, balustrades, fencing, gates and similar barriers;
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(f) Shutters, blinds (including Venetian blinds) and similar articles
and parts and fittings thereof;

(g) Large-scale shelving for assembly and permanent installation,
for example, in shops, workshops, warehouses;

(h) Ornamental architectural features, for example, flutings,
cupolas, dovecotes; and

(ij) Fittings and mountings intended for permanent installation in
or on doors, windows, staircases, walls or other parts of
buildings, for example, knobs, handles, hooks, brackets, towel
rails, switch-plates and other protective plates.

In this Chapter the expression “newsprint” means uncoated paper of
a kind used for the printing of newspapers, of which not less than
50% by weight of the total fibre content consists of wood fibres
obtained by a mechanical or chemi-mechanical process, unsized or
very lightly sized, having a surface roughness Parker Print Surf
(1 MPa) on each side exceeding 2.5 micrometres (microns), weighing
not less than 40 g/m? and not more than 65 g/m?, and apply only to
paper: (a) in strips or rolls of a width exceeding 28 cm; or (b) in
rectangular (including square) sheets with one side exceeding 28 cm
and the other side exceeding 15 cm in the unfolded state.

For the purposes of heading 4802, the expressions “paper and
paperboard, of a kind used for writing, printing or other graphic
purposes” and “non perforated punch-cards and punch tape paper”
mean paper and paperboard made mainly from bleached pulp or from
pulp obtained by a mechanical or chemi-mechanical process and
satisfying any of the following criteria:

For paper or paperboard weighing not more than 150 g/m?:

(a) containing 10% or more of fibres obtained by a mechanical or
chemi-mechanical process, and

1. weighing not more than 80 g/m?, or
2. coloured throughout the mass; or
(b)  containing more than 8% ash, and
1. weighing not more than 80 g/m? or
2. coloured throughout the mass; or
(c) containing more than 3% ash and having a brightness of 60%
or more; or

(d) containing more than 3% but not more than 8% ash, having a
brightness less than 60%, and a burst index equal to or less
than 2.5 kPa m%/g; or

(e)  containing 3% ash or less, having a brightness of 60% or more
and a burst index equal to or less than 2.5 kPa m%/g.

For paper or paperboard weighing more than 150 g/m?:

(a)  coloured throughout the mass; or
(b) having a brightness of 60% or more, and
1. a caliper of 225 micrometres (microns) or less, or
2. a caliper more than 225 micrometres (microns) but not
more than 508 micrometres (microns) and an ash
content more than 3%; or
(¢) having a brightness of less than 60%, a caliper of 254
micrometres (microns) or less and an ash content of more than
8%.
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Heading 4802 does not, however, cover filter paper or paperboard
(including tea-bag paper) or felt paper or paperboard.

In this Chapter “kraft paper and paperboard” means paper and
paperboard of which not less than 80% by weight of the total fibre
content consists of fibres obtained by the chemical sulphate or soda
processes.

Except where the terms of the headings otherwise require, paper,
paperboard, cellulose wadding and webs of cellulose fibres answering
to a description in two or more of the headings 4801 to 4811 are to be
classified under that one of such headings which occurs last in
numerical order in the Nomenclature.

Headings 4803 to 4809 apply only to paper, paperboard, cellulose
wadding and webs of cellulose fibres:

For the purposes of Chapter 49, the term “printed” also means
reproduced by means of duplicating machine, produced under the
control of an automatic data processing machine, embossed,
photographed, photocopied, thermocopied or typewritten.

Newspapers, journals and periodicals which are bound otherwise than
in paper, and sets of newspapers, journals or periodicals comprising
more than one number under a single cover are to be classified in
heading 4901, whether or not containing advertising material.

Heading 4901 also covers:

(a) A collection of printed reproductions of, for example, works of
art or drawings, with a relative text, put up with numbered
pages in a form suitable for binding into one or more volumes;
